Guidelines for entry:
. Entries must be no more than 3 minutes in length
Entry open to any not for profit community based organisation within the City of Armadale
The film should represent the organisation, its activities and personnel
It must contain in some form the phrase “We are the best organisation in the City of Armadale because...”
The video must contain the contact details for the organisation
Entries close November 14", 2011

The winning film will not necessarily be the most cinematic piece but rather the one that highlights the organisation as
a true representation of the Armadale community and/or of selfless volunteering for the good of others.

Entries can be filmed on any format (mobile phone, video camera, video recording etc.) but must be submitted on a
DVD. The winning entry will receive a prize of $2,000 courtesy of the City of Armadale.

All Entries will be shown on one or more of the festivals screens at the Armadale Central Shopping Centre and or the
Armadale City Youth Centre in the lead up to the festival. At least three entries will be screened during the feature
presentations.

All entries which meet the terms and conditions as set out by the AIFF will be compiled to create a community organi-
sation DVD which will be made available to the community of Armadale via the City of Armadale Council. It is for this
reason that it is important that all entries contain contact information for your organisation within the three minute pres-
entation.

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City of Armadale Community Grants 2011/2012

Does your community group need funding for a special project?

The City of Armadale can provide up to $1,000 for initiatives that benefit local residents and Round 1 of the
2011/2012 Community Grants Program is now open.

Not-for-profit organisations such as sporting clubs, schools, welfare, arts, cultural, youth and seniors’ groups
based in the City of Armadale are eligible to apply.

Funding can be used for a variety of purposes, including costs associated with staging events, workshops and
activities, purchase of equipment and materials such as brochures or flyers.

The City’s grants help community groups provide important services and activities for local people

Your group is eligible to apply for a community grant if it is: (a) incorporated, or can be sponsored by an
incorporated group, (b) located in the City of Armadale, (c) financially sound, and (d) can demonstrate a matching
contribution, either cash or in-kind.

Some community groups that have received grants in the past include:

Centred Midwifery Group Practice — for an open day event

Dale Little Athletics Centre — for new equipment

Diesel Youth — for a youth sports festival

Country Women’s Association Kelmscott Branch — for a choir festival
Sheltering Tree Christian Church — for a life skills seminar for teens
