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BACKGROUND 

The intersection of Railway Avenue south of Armadale Road in the proximity of the railway 
crossing has been a source of traffic congestion for many years.  The congestion will be 
addressed through the realignment of Railway and Abbey Roads to create a full signalised 
intersection on Armadale Road (see attached Drawing No 11-09).  In order to ensure the safe 
operation of the new road alignment, there is a requirement to close Railway Avenue at the 
intersection with Armadale Road. 
 
DETAILS OF PROPOSAL 

It is proposed to install a cul-de-sac in Railway Avenue approximately 50m south of 
Armadale Road, as shown on the attached Drawing No 11-09. The proposed road 
realignment works have already commenced, and are scheduled to be completed by June 
2012. The road reserve closure is subject to all relevant approvals being obtained. 
 
COMMENT 

Comments were invited from the residents, service providers and emergency authorities as 
follows, through public notice and direct contact. The closure was advertised in The 
Examiner on 13 March 2008  and invited comment from any interested and affected parties.

CONCLUSION

BACKGROUND 
 
A petition was presented to the Technical Services Committee in September 2011, in which 
residents along Gillam Drive between Champion Drive and Seville Drive raised concerns 
over increasing traffic volumes due to recent and future residential / industrial development 
within the area, requesting the closure of this portion of the road.   

A report was subsequently presented to the October 2011 Technical Services Committee, 
with an analysis of the traffic issues associated with this section of road.  This report 
demonstrated that there was no technical reason for the road closure, and that the road was an 
important link in the road hierarchy, especially in the context of the longer term road 
network. Council considered the matter and resolved as follows; 

“T66/10/11 RECOMMEND 
 
That Council: 
 
1. Not accede to the request of the residents of Gillam Drive to have the 

road closed; 
 
2. Request the Armadale Redevelopment Authority to modify the road 

infrastructure associated with their proposed developments to be 
amended as recommended by Technical Services; and 

 
3. Inform the petitioners of Council’s action.” 

 

Whilst the three resolutions have been implemented, the Technical Services Directorate 
considered the section of Gillam Drive for the application of some form of LATM to address 
the concerns of the residents.  The road is a district distributor, which ultimately could carry 
over 11,000 vehicles per day (as recently traffic modelled by Council’s contractor for traffic 
assessment).  The current volumes and the fact that this length of road is a logical route to 
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access Champion Drive from Seville Drive, would make this section of road a candidate for 
the implementation of some form of LATM. 

There is currently no budget provision for LATM on this section of road, but a budget 
variation is proposed as detailed below.  

 

DETAILS 

At the November 2011 Council Meeting, separate resolutions were passed to not proceed 
with plans to install traffic control devices in the form of speed cushions along both Clifton 
Street and San Jacinta Road as per below : 

 

“T78/11/11 – RECOMMEND  
 

That Council: 
 
1. Not approve the installation of traffic control devices in San Jacinta 

Road from Henderson Drive to Sepal Close, Seville Grove; and 
 

2. Inform Main Roads Western Australia of this decision.”  
 

“T70/11/11 – RECOMMEND  

 

 That Council: 

 
1. Not proceed with the installation of traffic control devices in Clifton 

Street, from Gilwell Avenue to Brookside Avenue, and in Brookside 
Avenue, from Clifton Street to Connell Avenue, Kelmscott; 

 
2. Advise Main Roads Western Australia of this decision; and 
 
3. Investigate alternative traffic calming devices along the route Clifton 

Street, from Gilwell Avenue to Brookside Avenue, and in Brookside 
Avenue, from Clifton Street to Connell Avenue, Kelmscott and report 
back to the Technical Services Committee at the March 2012 meeting 
on the progress and/or resolution.” 

 

Both these projects were to be jointly funded between Main Roads Western Australia under 
its “Anti Hoon Program”, and the City of Armadale. As these projects will no longer proceed, 
the co-funding amounts provided in the 2011/12 budget are available to re-allocate towards 
any other project. In this case it is recommended that these funds be reallocated to the Gillam 
Drive LATM project. Current municipal funding available from these withdrawn projects is 
$51,850.00. 

The Technical Services Directorate has prepared a detailed drawing of the proposed LATM 
treatment along Gillam Drive This is detailed in Drawing No. 11-97 and essentially 
comprises reduced lane widths through streetscaping, and a defined median with intermittent 
traffic islands.   The estimated cost of these works is $50,000.

An assessment has shown that this project would in all likelihood not qualify for Blackspot 
funding. 

 

CONCLUSION 

Following detailed analysis of the traffic data, which includes current and future statistics, 
Technical Services have determined that some form of LATM would be beneficial along 
Gillam Drive between Champion Drive and Seville Drive. 

The estimated cost of implementing the recommended measures as shown the Drawing No. 
11-97 is $50,000. The available municipal amount from the two withdrawn speed cushion 
projects is $51,850.  

It is therefore proposed that a budget variation be approved that the full available amount of 
$51,850 be re-allocated towards the proposed Gillam Drive LATM works, comprising the 
estimated cost of the works of $50,000 and a contingency amount of $1,850.

BACKGROUND 

A report was presented to the Technical Services Committee in November 2011, where 
deficiencies with the existing parking restriction signage at a number of the 26 schools within 
the City’s boundaries were outlined.  

The report detailed both Technical and Ranger Services proposals to create a more 
standardised approach to parking controls within the City, commencing with the preparation 
of new parking restriction drawings for all schools, following assessment on site between 
both Departments.  

Also presented within this report was a program for the preparation of the parking restriction 
drawings and subsequent installation of the relevant signs, based on priority, following 
review of those schools that generate the highest number of complaints and difficulties to 
Rangers Services during their patrols.

As the program outlines, Council has already approved the updated parking restriction 
drawings for the first six schools (shown shaded).  
 
Following site assessment between Technical and Ranger Services staff, the next four schools 
on the program listed for 2011/12 are now presented for Council approval.  The plans are 
tabled, as well as attached to this report (reduced in scale to A4 size).  
 
Please note that due to the merging of the Roleystone Primary and High Schools, 
commencing in 2012, an individual report was presented to the January 2012 Technical 
Services Committee meeting to provide modified parking restrictions in association with their 
upgraded parking facilities to cater for the additional student numbers. It is to be noted that 
these two schools are also listed within the above program for 2011/12.  
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The four schools listed within this report complete those required to be inspected and updated 
for 2011/12, based on the before mentioned Table 1. It also brings to a total of 12 schools that 
have now been re-assessed and new parking restriction drawings prepared.  These 12 schools 
were considered those that most warranted immediate attention. The remaining 14 schools 
are to be re-assessed in 2012/13 as per the approved program. Appropriate financial 
allocation will be included in the 2012/13 Civil Works Capital Budget to fund the new signs 
required at these remaining schools.

BACKGROUND 

As part of the application for a building licence for the new Communicare offices at Lot 6/42 
Fourth Road, a request was made by the Development Services Directorate that 
Communicare comply with the requirement to provide parking for persons with a disability.   
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DETAILS OF PROPOSAL 

The Communicare Infrastructure Manager has conducted investigations on-site and 
concluded that the most suitable location for the parking bay to be within the existing car 
park at 38 Fourth Road.  They have submitted a proposal to Technical Services which 
includes a written request, location map, and a sketch of the modifications required to the 
existing car park. 
 
To accommodate the addition of a disability bay into the existing car park will require the 
removal of the existing line marking, re-alignment to create the wider bay, the inclusion of a 
motorcycle parking bay and the installation of a sign, as shown on Drawing No 11-93.

BACKGROUND 

 
Council over the past years has received a number of requests for the installation of LATM in 
Clifton Street, Kelmscott.  These requests were based on perceived high traffic speeds and the 
perceived dangers to residents, road users and pedestrians. 
 
The City initially applied for and had approved “Anti Hoon Programme” funding for the 
installation of speed cushions.  Investigation however has found the installation of these 
devices in this location inappropriate.  This matter was submitted to Council for 
consideration. 
 
At its Ordinary Meeting of 10 October 2011, Council resolved : 
 
“276/11/2011 RECOMMEND 
 
That Council: 
 

1. Not proceed with the installation of traffic control devices in Clifton Street, 
from Gilwell Avenue to Brookside Avenue, and in Brookside Avenue, from 
Clifton Street to Connell Avenue, Kelmscott; 

 
2. Advise Main Roads Western Australia of this decision; and 
 
3. Investigate alternative LATM devices along the route Clifton Street, from 

Gilwell Avenue to Brookside Avenue, and in Brookside Avenue, from Clifton 
Street to Connell Avenue, Kelmscott and report back to the Technical Services 
Committee at the March 2012 meeting on the progress and/or resolution.” 

 
Technical Services has consequently carried out further investigation on both 
abovementioned streets. 
 
Both streets are classified as District Distributor B carrying traffic up to 3000 vehicles per 
day with an 85 percentile speed at certain sections of above 57km/hr.  The posted speed limit 
on these streets is 50km/hr. While the measured speeds are not excessive in the extreme, they 
are considered sufficiently high to warrant the route for LATM. 
 
DETAILS OF PROPOSAL 

Based on the relatively high average speed, the relatively high traffic volumes, the number of 
crashes (5 crashes during the period 2006 to 2010) and the significance of Clifton Street as a 
main feeder road to the Clifton Hills Primary School, alternative calming measures were 
investigated. The recommended measures include the installation of a 1.2m wide coloured 
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median strip supported by a number of strategically located traffic islands and the planting of 
trees in the median, as well planting of trees along the verge, to achieve a vertical integration 
and therefore a reduction in speed.  Through lane widths are be reduced to 3.2m which would 
still allow buses and trucks to pass.   
 
The intersection of Gilwell Avenue and Clifton Street will be dealt with in isolation and not 
included in this LATM proposal, but is recommended to be submitted as a separate Blackspot 
application for the financial year 2013/14. This proposal would entail the provision of a 
traffic roundabout at the intersection, with the necessary guide islands and line marking. The 
cost for this proposal is high due to the presence of services and complicated design 
requirements. 
 
COMMENT 

The location of a traffic island narrowing the through lanes, installation of a 1.2m wide 
coloured (using red asphalt) median has proven very successful in other locations such as 
Champion Drive, without creating a dangerous or noisy environment and avoiding chicanes 
or humps.  The addition of median street trees directly behind the traffic island as well as 
along the verge will increase the safety aspect through vertical integration (effect of road 
width narrowing in the distance) and will make it a more pleasant and safe local access road. 
 
Funding Options 
 
Option 1 
 
The estimated cost of the full project, as discussed above, is $170,000.  Initial indications are 
that this project would qualify for State Black Spot funding drawing a subsidy of 67% or 
$117,000. It is the intention to submit this project for National Black Spot funding as well, 
which would possibly draw a subsidy of 100% or $170,000.  The following work is included 
in this proposal.  Six traffic islands including medium size street trees 1.2m wide red asphalt 
median strip from Lucich Street to Connell Avenue and associated line marking and signage.  
 
With this option, notification of a successful application would occur in early 2013, and 
implementation would consequently take place in the second half of 2013. 
 
Option 2 
 
This option entails the same elements as Option 1, but excludes the red asphalt  median strip. 
 
Provision has been made in the 2011/12 work budget for “unallocated works”, and could 
accommodate the estimated cost of $90,000 which is proposed in this option. The works 
would then be limited to the installation of only the islands, trees and the line-marked   
median.  No subsidy would be forthcoming with this option, but implementation could be 
before June 2012. 
 
CONCLUSION 

The installation of LATM measures is recommended on Clifton Street.  With a delay of 
approximately only 12 months for implementation between the two options, Option 1 is 
recommended. 
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RECOMMEND 

That Council: 

1. Approve the submission of a State/National Blackspot application for 
2013/14 for the installation of LATM measures in Clifton Street from 
Lucich Street to Brookside Avenue and in Brookside Avenue from 
Clifton Street to Connell Avenue, Kelmscott at an estimated cost of 
$170,000 as shown on Drawing No 11-102; 

2. Approve a separate submission for a State/National Blackspot 
application for 2013/14 to install a roundabout at the intersection of 
Gilwell Avenue and Clifton Street at an estimated cost of $220,000; and 

3. Inform the residents of Clifton Street and Brookside Avenue of 
Council’s proposed action.

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BACKGROUND 
 
The administration building was constructed in 1987 and over the years the exterior 
composite fibre/cement fascia panels and soffits have deteriorated to an extent where the 
panels have delaminated resulting in deformed panels, water staining at joints and risk of 
panels detaching from the structural framework. Remedial works to refix panels have been 
partly successful; however the panel integrity has failed and now needs to be completely 
replaced.  

Similarly, due to age and weathering, the external roof skylights providing natural daylight to 
the internal public foyer area have become discoloured and brittle. The skylight construction 
and drainage system has numerous joints (inherent due to the design) and these have 
developed leaks, allowing water penetration into the foyer areas during heavy rains.
